Proceed to Step 2: Class Registration on p. 3 of the "Guide to the Tohoku University
Japanese Language Program at Kawauchi".

O For those other than JYPE, COLABS, IPLA or DEEp-Bridge U students who wish to continue on from
Fall 2018:
Please log in to the academic affairs system from the on-campus network and check your spring
semester 2018 grades and your new level for next semester.

2) Students / scholars who are not participating in the programs listed above:
Follow procedure “B-1” or “D-1” on pp.1-2 in the “Guide to the Tohoku University JLPK”.
No placement test is needed, though you should register online for Spring 2019.

O For those who have previously studied Japanese and are taking JLPK classes for the first time

in Spring 2019:

1) JYPE / COLABS / IPLA / DEEp-Bridge Undergraduate / Intensive Japanese Language Course
students:
Follow procedure “C-2” on pp.1-2 of the “Guide to the Tohoku University JLPK”._
You need to take the online placement test individually

2) Students / scholars who are not participating in the programs listed above:
Follow procedure “B-2” or “D-2” on pp.1-2 of the “Guide to the Tohoku University JLPK”.

You need to take the online placement test individually after you register online for Spring 2019
