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The Research Student Program is a non-degree granting program for individuals
who wish to conduct research on a specific topic under the supervision of a GSICS
facultymember. ‘Research students’ include those who spend a certain period (6-18
months) preparing for enrollment in one of the regular graduate school programs.
Acceptance is based on a comprehensive evaluation of application documents and

an interview. Research students can be either undergraduate or graduate research
students.
