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1 Regarding the notation format of the research title and the thesis title by English, in
principle the Initial letters of the following words should be written in capitalletters.

* the words of the initial letters
+ the words other than articles, conjunctions and prepositions
* the constituent words connected by a hyphen
(however, if the second constituent word is not a noun it is lowercase)

Use lowercase letters except the above.
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(Acknowledgment matter: Although it is OK to write all words in the title of the cover
in all capital letters, the registration title should be in principle the above.)

Example : On the Silicon Epitaxial Vapour Deposition
: Nonthermal Equilibrium in GaAs Field-Effect Transistors
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2 When abbreviations such as technical terms are used, in principle it is desirable to

limit those commonly known. When using it inevitably, it is desirable to include a
form not to be omitted in parentheses.
