On the Function of “Conversion Narratives”

This course examines “A Narrative of Five Youth from the Sandwich Islands” and the memoir of the Hawaiian youth Henry Obookiah, which were
utilized by the American Board of Commissioners for Foreign Missions (ABCFM) in its missionary efforts in Hawaii during the early 19th century
This memoir presents a narrative of “growth” from heathenism to Christianity, exemplifying a type of “conversion narrative” that functioned as
propaganda to justify foreign missions. In this course, we will analyze the content of this memoir and explore how it functioned both on the
American mainland and in Hawaii.

The goal of this course is to deepen students’ understanding of humanities research by exploring how to position and analyze primary sources
through specific case studies, as well as how to establish the originality of research while engaging with prior scholarship

In any field of research, the key challenge is how to build upon previous scholarship to generate new insights. In historical research, in
particular, the quality of a study is determined by how primary sources are discovered and analyzed. This course examines religion in 19th-century
Amer ican and Hawaiian history through the lens of “conversion narratives.” Through this specific case study, the course aims to help students
develop a rigorous and original research approach

English language proficiency requires a balance of four skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. And by acquiring these four skills
students will be able to conduct research in English and present their findings/results in English. However, it may not be possible to cover all
of them within the limited time of 15 lessons. Therefore, this class will be limited to English writing and will focus on academic writing, that
is, English for writing academic papers (journal articles, master’s theses, and doctoral dissertations). Through these studies, participants wil
also improve their ability to read and understand academic papers and books written in English. In addition to basic knowledge of English
(grammar), participants are expected to be actively involved in the preparation for each class (reading English texts) and presentations
Learning English for writing academic papers also means learning research methods. Therefore, participants will learn not only academic English
but also the ethical considerations necessary for research and presentation through English texts commonly used in English-speaking countries

The theme of this course is “Fundamentals of English Academic Writing and Research” and its objectives are the following three points:
(1) To review general English grammar, punctuation, logical development, etc. (or learn new ones depending on the field)

(2) To acquire the basic knowledge necessary for writing academic papers in English

(3) To learn the basics of research methods: how to formulate research questions and how to proceed with discussions

The course is aimed at familiarizing students with modest English proficiency in basic skills required to read and write scientific papers in
English. The topics covered follow the APA manual, version 7, and a specific topic will be introduced as follows each week.

An Introduction to Linguistic Sciences

REEE

Students will learn the basic perspectives of linguistics and its analytical procedures through hands-on work with real language data
Specifically, using raw data from regional languages of Japan, the course will cover the following seven areas. First, students will learn (1) how
to elicit and accurately transcribe basic lexical data such as “head” and “walk” , and (2) how to compile an inventory of the sounds used in a
language. Next, they will learn (3) how to organize example-sentence data and analyze the distribution of grammatical forms. They will then use
discourse data such as legends and folktales to investigate (4) the meanings and functions of grammatical forms as they emerge in extended
context. In addition to these core topics, the course will also provide a broad introductory overview of (5) the endangerment issues facing the
regional language under study, (6) practical support for language revitalization as an applied science, and (7) emerging approaches using natural
language processing methods

Students will learn the basic perspectives and analytical techniques used in linguistics. As a subfield of cognitive science, linguistics also
requires systematic methods for collecting data from human speakers and for interpreting and evaluating such data objectively, and students will
gain an introduction to these methods as well.

Using raw data from regional languages of Japan provided by the instructor, the course will cover the seven topics outlined above.
